NICSTO Report 
 

Northwest Iowa Christian Schools Tuition  
Organization (NICSTO) was set up in response to 
the State of Iowa passing the “Educational       Op-
portunities Act.” Below is a short report on how this 
legislation has benefited Hull Christian School for 
the 2011-2012 school year:  
 

¨ $47,090 total was distributed before the start of 
the 2011-2012 academic year. 

¨ 31 eligible families applied. 
¨ That is an average of $1,519 per family. 

 

By December 1 of 2011, HCS will be allowed to  
collect over $46,755 which will be able to be        
distributed to students of eligible families beginning 
January 1, 2012.  
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The Pizza Ranch - Wagons for School  
Earn money for Hull Christian School by collecting
